HUD requires the following information regarding the administration of the Family Self-Sufficiency (FSS) Program be recorded in the FSS Action Plan:

· Family Demographics of the families expected to be served by the FSS program (including ethnic and racial data, program size) and the supportive service needs of the expected population.
· An estimate of the number of eligible families who can reasonably be expected to receive supportive services based on available resources. 

· FSS family selection procedures - Policies and procedures for selecting FSS participants and ensure selection occurs without regard to race, color, religion, sex, handicap, familial status, or national origin.

· Incentives to encourage participation

· Outreach efforts

· FSS activities and supportive services from public and private providers

· Method for identification of family support needs
· Program termination; withholding of services; and available grievance procedures

· Assurances of non-interference with the rights of non-participating families

· Timetable for program implementation – not applicable
· Certification of coordination - The development of the services and activities scheduled to be provided under the FSS program has been coordinated with public and private providers, including self-sufficiency programs of the Departments of Labor and Health and Human Services, and other employment, childcare, transportation, training, and education programs
· Availability of a Program Coordinating Committee (PCC)
Other Required Policies codified in the Action Plan: 

· Circumstances in which an extension of the Contract of Participation may be granted
· Interim disbursement of escrow, including limitations on the use of the funds
· Eligible uses of forfeited escrow funds by families in good standing;

· Re-enrollment of previous FSS participants
· Requirements for documentation of goal completion
